Cleaning The Cabinet

Proper maintenance on the washing machine can extend its
working life. The surface can be cleaned with diluted
non-abrasive neutral detergents when necessary. If there is

any water overflow, use the wet cloth to wipe it off immediately.
No sharp items are allowed.

¢ Formicacid and its diluted solvents or equivalent are forbidden, such as
alcohol, solvents or chemical products,etc.

Cleaning The Drum

The rusts left inside the drum by the metal articles shall be removed immediately
with chlorine-free detergents.
Never use steel wool.

e Don't put laundry in the washing machine during the drum cleaning.

Cleaning The Door Seal And Glass

to remove lint and stains. If lint builds up it \\
can cause leaks.
